CARS – Pafos Section – Report by the Committee on activity March 2006-February 2007

On behalf of the Committee, I would like to present the following report of our activities during the last 12 months.

MEMBERSHIP

The number of paid-up members at December 31st 2006 was 22, compared with 19 one year earlier. That is a substantial increase.

CLUB MEETINGS

In last year’s report we said “Attendance at club meetings is good, typically we have 11-15 members attending, but we would like to see more!” Over the last year average attendance has fallen to about ten, and this in the face of a membership increase of 15%. There may be a message here for the new committee. At last year’s AGM we encouraged our Cypriot members to attend our meetings, but regrettably this has not happened.

We have tried to follow the routine / business part of the meeting by a talk or demonstration by one of our members. Foxhunting

This project has taken some time to mature, but now is at the stage where the first fox hunt is imminent. George 5B4AGC has built an 80m transmitter, and a number of members have purchased 80m ARDF receivers.

International School of Paphos

This continues to be a significant and successful project. The school radio club meets weekly, and has settled down to having a small number of keen and committed members. These members have been taught the Morse code, the phonetic alphabet, have participated in on-air activities, and are learning about basic electronics via project work and demonstrations (eg SSTV).The main PRC members supporting the project this year are Norman, 5B4AIE, Brian, 5B4AHW and Arthur, 5B4AGT. Our congratulations and thanks to them.

CLUB NET

A club net has continued to run on Sunday mornings on 145.550. The following is extracted from notes provided by the net controller, Don 5B4AGQ.

“Check-in numbers have varied from a minimum of 2 to a maximum of 9, averaging 5 or 6, or about 25% of the club membership. Thanks to regular check-ins from 5B4’s  AHW AIF AGX and AHK and of course all the others that have checked in during the year. We have also had a few visitors to the Island check in and an occasional 4X. It is sad to note that we have not had one check in from any of our Cypriot members and I would like to encourage them to join us during 2007.”

Norman 5B4AIE has also recently started a 40m net on 7050 at 0945 local time, also on a Sunday.

EmCon Emergency Communications Exercise

On 18th November PRC (and also the Nicosia club) participated in the IARU Region One emergency communications exercise. This operation took place from the QTH of Norman, 5B4AIE at Statos Agios Fotios, the operator was 5B4AHJ. Conditions were poor, and we only had a vertical, but the operation seems to have been successful. Further exercises are planned later this year.
